January incidents

Proactive activity, events and engagement


PC LORD has carried out focused patrols throughout the month in The Winterbournes, The Woodfords and the Langfords.

Priority Patrols

Speed Enforcement



On 8th January near Candown Road in Tilshead, the Speed Enforcement team caught 2 vehicles speeding through the 30mph limit, with the fastest travelling at 47mph. One of the drivers will be offered a speed awareness course depending on previous convictions and history, and the other will received a Fixed Penalty Notice and three penalty points on their driving licence.
